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Maian Pediatrics is happy to file your insurance claim for your child’s visit with your insurance company for reimbursement of services rendered. Insurance companies and plan vary. PLEASE check with your Insurance company to make sure that we are “in network” with your plan. If we are not in your network, your insurance company may apply the charges to your deductible of which you are responsible for.
We are in plans with Blue Cross Blue Shield, Cigna, Aetna, United Health Care and Tri Care. But, not all of their plans, So please call them and check with them.  You are responsible for all charges and agree to pay them in full.  The agreements that we have with your insurance company is to except their fee schedule and make adjustments per your plan. However, the insurance company allows us to accept your copay, deductible and co-insurance.
What is your copay?
Copay is a fixed amount you pay for at each visit.  Each plan is different, so make sure you know what yours is.  It may be on your insurance card, but check with your insurance company.
What is your deductible?
This is the amount you owe for health care service before your health insurance or plan begins to pay. For example if your deductible is $2500.00, your plan won’t pay until you have paid the first $2500.00. The deductible may not apply to all services, check with your plan.
What is  your Co-Insurance?
Co-Insurance is your percentage of your share of the costs, after you have met your deductible. For example your insurance pay 70% and you pay the other 30%.

We have NOT contracted with some insurance companies or entities such as AHCCCS and individual policy through an Exchange. 
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
